Do | have to be actively at work to enroll in coverage?

Yes, you must be actively at work in order to enroll and for coverage to take effect. You are actively at work if you are
working, or are available to work, and meet the criteria set by your employer to be eligible to enroll.

How do | know if I'm considered a tobacco user and should select the tobacco rates?

You are a Tobacco User if you currently use or have used any tobacco products in the past 12 months. Tobacco
products include, but are not limited to, cigarettes, cigars, snuff, dip, chew, pipe and/or any nicotine delivery system.

Can | have more than one Critical lliness Plan?
No, you are not allowed to have more than one Aetna Critical lllness Plan.

What does Face Amount mean?

Face Amount means the maximum fixed dollar amount you could receive for each Critical lliness benefit. The Face
Amount for and is a percentage of the Employee’s Face Amount. Some benefits pay a fixed amount that equates to a
percentage of the Face Amount. Benefit amounts vary, based on your plan design.

To whom are benefits paid?
Benefits are paid to you, the member.

Is my Aetna Critical lliness policy compatible with a Health Savings Account (HSA)?
Yes, Aetna Critical lliness policies are compatible with Health Savings Accounts.

Please tell us if you are not satisfied with a response you received from us or with how we do business. Call Member
Services to file a verbal complaint or to ask for the address to mail a written complaint. You can also e-mail Member
Services through the secure member website.
